1810.1   Notices of Decision were circulated to Councillors in advance of the meeting.
1810.2   The Deputy Clerk informed Cllrs she had contacted ERYC Traffic Management to enquire if the planned George Street traffic survey had been undertaken, ERYC had confirmed the survey was unable to be completed in the 2022/2023 financial year and was currently awaiting re-prioritisation in the future.
1810.3   The Deputy Clerk distributed an updated copy of the ERYC Guidance regarding processes and assessments for speed limits and speed limit enforcement, the policy is due to be updated again April 2024
1810.4   Cllr Jump informed Cllrs she had again contacted ERYC Highways requesting a defining map of 20mph speed zones within the village, including where the zones start and end, she is still awaiting a response from ERYC.

1812      TO DISCUSS MILLHOUSE WOODS LANE, FINKLE STREET AND BRICKNELL AVENUE SPEEDING ISSUES

1812.1 Millhouse Woods Lane:

Cllr Casson informed Cllrs that, on Friday 27th January 2023, himself and Cllr Jump had met with representatives of ERYC, along with members of the public, to discuss traffic issues along Millhouse Woods Lane. A comprehensive, informative, discussion had taken place regarding speed restrictions, narrowness of the road, parking, vehicle mirrors being damaged, signage, speed humps and road markings. Possibilities of a one-way system being implemented, footpath widening, speed cushions and different kerb edging had also been discussed.  
Cllr Duke enquired if existing passageways could be used as vehicle passing points, Cllr Casson advised this had been discussed at the meeting along with the slight rise and fall in the road. It was acknowledged that cars park the full length of the road with larger vehicles having no choice other than to mount the path to access the road.

Cllr Casson had spoken with 2 residents who had agreed to cut back their front hedges to give more space on the footpath.

The ERYC representatives had explained the reasoning as to why some measures could not be implemented. Different departments of ERYC will collaborate to find the best solution to address the issues and will keep the Parish Council updated.
Cllr Casson also informed Cllrs that once the weather improves a speed trial will be undertaken.

1812.2 Finkle Street
Cllr Jump informed Cllrs Finkle Street already has a 20mph speed limit and speed cushions are in place. Cllr Jump will contact ERYC Highways to request the speed roundels be repainted.

1812.3 Bricknell Avenue Estate:

Cllr Cantrell informed Cllrs some areas of the estate have 20mph speed zones, other areas have 30mph speed zones. There is a lot of traffic close to Croxby School, there is a growing population of children, many who play on the roads, and their safety is of great concern. Cllr Cantrell will take photographs of the areas of concern.
1812.4   Cllrs discussed the Community Speed Watch meeting, arranged in conjunction with Humberside Police, scheduled to take place within the Parish Office on Friday 3rd February 2023 2-3pm – Cllrs will raise the speeding issues on Millhouse Woods Lane, Finkle Street and Bricknell Avenue Estate with the Police at this meeting.
