3616.1 Cllr Duke declared a personal non-pecuniary interest in agenda item 3622.
3617   TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE APOLOGIES

3618   TO RECEIVE LOCAL POLICING REPORT
3618.1   The Deputy Clerk circulated the recent crime statistics to Cllrs. 
3618.2   PSCO Mike Dale and PC Sasha Sturdy informed Cllrs of the following:

· Cottingham North had seen an increase in the number of burglaries, patrol staff are aware.
· There had been an increase in Anti-Social behaviour during the schools’ February half- term break.
· The recent public police surgeries had been poorly attended.
· There continues to be a police presence in the local warm spaces.

3621    TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON THE FINANCIAL POSITION OF THE COUNCIL, REVIEW BUDGET AND APPROVE JANUARY PAYMENTS
3621.1   In advance of the meeting the Deputy Clerk had circulated details of the financial position of the Council.
 Resolved: On a unanimous vote the schedules showing receipts and payments made during the month of January 2023 were approved
Resolved: Cllrs confirmed sight of the monthly bank reconciliations

3622     TO DISCUSS MEMORIAL GARDENS
3622.1    Cllr Duke suggested the British Legion be contacted asking if they would be willing to smarten up the faded lists of names on the commemorative plaques attached to the Memorial Gardens railings, Cllr Abel will contact the British Legion.
3622.2   Cllr Duke provided Cllrs with an overview of the works he estimated could be done within the gardens, Cllr Abel answered questions raised by Cllrs regarding the gardens and it was agreed Cllr Abel will meet with Cllr Duke in the Memorial Gardens on 20th February 2023. It was agreed by Cllrs a maximum budget of £200 for topsoil to be purchased for the central circle, members of Cottingham Unity Group will assist in the laying of the soil in the central circle.
Resolved: £200 budget agreed to purchase topsoil

3623.1   The Deputy Clerk had circulated copies of the draft policies to Cllrs in advance of the meeting.
3623.2   Cllrs suggested amendments and agreed the policies be adopted.

TO DISCUSS COMMUNITY GOVERNANCE REVIEW
3624.1   Cllr agreed the response to be submitted on behalf of the Parish Council, Parish Office to submit review to ERYC.

 TO DISCUSS CLLR EMAIL ADDRESSES/PURCHASE OF LAPTOPS
3625.1   Cllrs discussed the costs involved for Cllrs to be provided with Parish Council laptops, costs of purchase and set up would be approx. £6000, Cllr Abel informed Cllrs their home addresses would need a wi-fi connection, if not already connected, to accommodate a laptop if purchased. Cllr Abel stated, if purchased, they would be for the sole use only of Cllrs, not a home computer. Cllr Abel stated costs for setting up separate Cllr email addresses with Microsoft, not involving the purchase of computers, would only be approx. £1500. Cllr Cantrell enquired if laptops were purchased could they be purchased by ERYC.

TO DISCUSS CORONATION GRANT FUNDING
3626.1   The Deputy Clerk informed Cllrs that grant funding, maximum of £500, was now available via ERYC.
3626.2   Cllrs agreed a Coronation bench be purchased, Parish Office to obtain quotes, and discussed where it should be placed, Cllr Abel suggested Abbot’s Walk, Cllr Kemp suggested West Green as a plinth was still in place from a bench previously removed. The Parish Office to contact ERYC to enquire if new/repaired benches were planned to be installed in the village.
Resolved: Parish office to contact ERYC

3626.3   Cllr Jump requested the bunting be erected, Cllr Abel will contact the Cottingham Lights team to enquire if they would be willing to erect the bunting, if this was agreeable Cllrs agreed the Parish Council will pay for the hire of the cherry picker required.
Resolved: Cllr Abel to contact Cottingham Lights, Parish Council to pay for hire of a cherry picker

3626.4   Cllrs discussed allocating small grants of up to £50 for residents wishing to organise local Coronation events, Cllrs agreed a budget of £500 for 10 x £50 grants to be authorised with residents providing receipts for their purchases. Parish Office to advertise grant funding on the Parish website and Facebook page.

Resolved: £500 to be available for 10 x £50 small grants to celebrate the Coronation, Parish Office to advertise
3627   TO DISCUSS COTTINGHAM TIMES ARTICLE FREQUENCY
3627.1   Cllrs discussed whether to continue with a half page article each month at a cost of £181 & VAT per month or to revert back to a full-page article bi-monthly at a cost of £313 & VAT, Cllrs agreed to continue with a monthly half page article. Cllrs were asked to contribute to the article by sending ideas to go within the article to the Parish Office

3630    TO DISCUSS RECEIVED CORRESPONDENCE

3630.1   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs that David Davis MP had signed the Early Day Motion 611, previously discussed at the Full Parish & Finance meeting of 19th January 2023.
3630.2   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs the office boiler had recently been serviced and was informed the boiler needs replacing. 3 companies were providing quotes, the Deputy Clerk will assess the quotes under her delegated powers.
3630.3   The Deputy Clerk distributed the monthly Asset Inspection reports for Cllrs to complete and return to the office.
3631     MEMBERS’ POINTS OF INFORMATION AND AGENDA ITEMS FOR NEXT MEETING (DISCUSSION ITEMS ONLY)

3631.1   Cllr Duke enquired how many defibrillators were installed in the village. Cllr Abel advised of the 5 locations and informed Cllr Duke the locations were displayed in the village noticeboards, the Deputy Clerk informed Cllrs that this information had also recently been advertised within the Parish Council Cottingham Times article.
3631.2   Cllr Casson requested that beverages be available at future meetings, Cllr Abel confirmed that tea, coffee and milk had already been made available for Cllrs to make their own drinks in the kitchen area but requested Cllrs wash their cups once used
3631.3   It was brought to the attention of Council that the damaged fencing surrounding the perimeter of the Northgate allotments/KGV Playing fields had been repaired, Cllr Jump enquired if Cllr Duke would remove the damaged outdated signage and return it to the office

3632    TO DISCUSS AND AGREE JOB ADVERT RE POSITION OF CLERK


3632.1  Cllr Kemp stated her concerns that the position of Clerk had now been vacant for 7 months and thanked the Deputy Clerk for her hard work in ensuring the office continued to run effectively. Whilst the Deputy Clerk was receiving support one day a week from the Clerk from another Council, and the Chairman, the workload was unsustainable for one person. 
3632.2   Cllr Kemp advised Cllrs the Personnel Committee were looking to readvertise the role of Clerk & Responsible Finance Officer from 17th February 2023 to 3rd March 2023 (the previous round of advertising had resulted in only 2 applicants). Cllr Kemp distributed to Cllrs a copy of the proposed job description and application form. Cllrs approved these and agreed the Personnel Committee interview suitable candidates and provide Cllrs with an update at the next meeting.

3632.3   Cllr Cantrell enquired where the job will be advertised, Cllr Kemp informed Cllrs it will be advertised on the Parish website and Facebook page, ERNLLCA, Indeed and East Riding Council. Hull City Council have yet to confirm if they will place the advertisement.
