1819    TO RECEIVE UPDATE FROM COMMUNITY SPEEDWATCH MEETING

1819.1   Cllr Casson provided an update further to the meeting which had taken place on Friday 27th January 2023 attended by himself, Cllr Jump, representatives of ERYC and members of the public, to discuss traffic issues along Millhouse Woods Lane. Following this meeting ERYC had repaired damaged kerb edging and a number of residents had cut back their front hedges to give more space on the footpath. There are still ongoing issues with speeding, Cllr Jump will contact ERYC to request an update.

1819.2   Cllr Jump informed Cllrs she had contacted ERYC to request the speed roundels on Finkle Street be repainted.

1819.3    Cllrs discussed the ongoing issues with speeding on the Bricknell Avenue Estate, 
Cllr Cantrell was extremely concerned that there is high volume of speeding traffic close to Croxby School, in reality the back entrance to the school is being used as a main entrance with vehicles speeding along St Mary’s Avenue and Lythe Avenue. Cllrs requested the Deputy Clerk contact East Riding Council to ask that “Slow – Children” warning signage be erected in this area.
