3638    TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON THE FINANCIAL POSITION OF THE COUNCIL, REVIEW BUDGET AND APPROVE FEBRUARY PAYMENTS
3638.1   In advance of the meeting the Deputy Clerk had circulated details of the financial position of the Council. Cllr Kind commended the Deputy Clerk for her hard work over the past few months.

3639     TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON ASSET INSPECTION REPORTS
3639.1    The Deputy Clerk thanked Cllrs for completing their Parish Wards asset inspection reports, distributed an overview of the inspection findings and informed Cllrs that following consultation with the Insurance Company it would suffice for the inspection reports to be completed on a quarterly basis.

TO DISCUSS/ADOPT PRIVACY GDPR POLICY
3640.1   The Deputy Clerk had circulated copies of the draft policy to Cllrs in advance of the meeting, the policy had been worded by ERYC Data Protection. Cllrs agreed the policy be adopted.

3641
TO DISCUSS CORONATION BENCH
3641.1   The Deputy Clerk had circulated copies of 3 different bench designs/quotes in advance of the meeting. Cllrs agreed an order be placed for the steel bench with gold backing with a cost of £1980 for the bench, additional costs may be incurred for delivery and fitting. 
Resolved: Parish Office to place order
3641.2   The Deputy Clerk informed Cllrs she had applied for the £500 ERYC Coronation grant to go towards the cost of the bench.
3641.3   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs ERYC have given permission for the bench to be installed in Abbot’s Walk, it had previously been suggested that the bench be installed on West Green to replace one recently removed – ERYC had advised the bench had been removed due to the overhanging trees housing birds and creating a mess.

3641.4   Cllr Kind enquired if in the future Cllrs would consider installing any additional benches within Croxby Ward
3642   
 TO DISCUSS CLLR EMAIL ADDRESSES/PURCHASE OF LAPTOPS
3642.1   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs the internal auditor had stated that purchasing laptops for all Cllrs did not represent good value for money and that any Cllr being issued with a Parish Council laptop would need to sign a risk/ownership document. The laptop to be for the sole use of the Cllr concerned, used for Parish Council matters only and must be returned to the Council if the Cllr relinquishes their role. Cllr Abel also informed Cllrs quotes had been obtained from KCom regarding the Parish Council paying only for Wi-Fi connection/usage in Cllrs residences. Cllr Kind suggested dongles could be purchased to avoid payment of Wi-Fi connection which would not be feasible or best value for Cottingham Parish Council.
Cllrs agreed any Chair of Planning that requires a computer to access plans will be loaned a computer on a temporary basis, but this will remain the property of the Parish Council.

TO DISCUSS COSTS FOR REVALUATION OF PROPERTY
3643.1   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs that, as part of the annual insurance renewal, the Parish Council office and 7-8 Market Green must be revalued. The Deputy Clerk had contacted 4 companies, 2 had provided quotes – one quote being £1170 to value both properties, the other being £1280 per property. Cllrs agreed to go ahead with the quote of £1170, Parish Office to arrange valuation.

3644.1   In advance of the meeting the Deputy Clerk had circulated a copy of the amendment to section 18, as requested by the internal auditor, this being in relation to financial controls and procurement, Cllr agreed to adopt the standing orders.

3645.1   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs that Cottingham currently has 22 Neighbourhood Watch groups, ERYC have suggested the Parish Council interacts with them and the local police regarding Neighbourhood watch issues. Cllr Abel had contacted ERYC who have requested this item be deferred to the next meeting in April.

3646.1   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs herself and Cllr Moore had attended the Cottingham Northgate Allotments AGM on 14th March 2023

3647.1   Cllr Mathieson informed Cllrs ERYC have installed pedestrian trackers in town centres, one has been placed on Market Green, this will collect data from passing pedestrians if using their mobile phones. ERYC will collate the data which will assist in suggestions for the regeneration of town/village centres.

3648.1   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs that the new office boiler was due to be installed on 5th & 6th April, the boiler will have a 10-year warranty.
3648.2   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs that members of the Cottingham Lights Team will install the village bunting at the beginning of April.
3648.3   Cllr Abel informed Cllrs that Cllr Kemp had delivered letters to all local businesses to ascertain if they wish to reserve their shop frontage on Cottingham Day, only 8 had replied.
