TO CONSIDER THE RESPONSE FROM ERYC TO THE PARISH COUNCIL’S COMMENTS REGARDING PROPOSED ELCTRIC VEHICLE RECHARGING PARKING SOACES ON FINKLE STREET AND GEORGE STREET COTTINGHAM
The Chairman advised the meeting that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council had provided additional information and asked if the Parish Council would reconsider its objection to the proposed EV charging points on George Street. Following further consideration, the Council reiterated its objection to the proposals for George Street as the proposed location is subject to flash flooding and there is concern about the risk to vehicles parked at these chargers and the potential health and safety hazards that might be caused to the wider public if the vehicles engines/batteries etc become damaged. The Council clarified that it did support the introduction of charging points and suggested a number of alternative locations which it felt would be more suitable:
Hallgate opposite Mr Smith’s Deli

King Street near La Scala

King Street adjacent to Aldi

Arlington Avenue (Church side of street)

Green Lane

The Parkway
