3701    TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE FINANCIAL POSITION OF THE COUNCIL, REVIEW BUDGET AND APPROVE MAY PAYMENTS
3701.1   In advance of the meeting the Deputy Clerk had circulated details of the financial position of the Council.

3702     TO CONSIDER CREATING A FINANCE COMMITTEE

3702.1   Cllrs discussed the merits of creating a separate Finance Committee, the Clerk informed Cllrs advice had been sought from ERNLCCA (East Riding and Northern Lincolnshire Local Councils Association) who had advised the following:
A finance committee cannot do the following as they are responsibility of full council:
· Levying or issuing a precept

· Borrowing money

· Approving the council’s annual accounts

· Considering an auditor’s report made in the public interest.

· Confirming by resolution this it has satisfied the statutory criteria to exercise the power of general competence. 

· Adopting or revising the councils code of conduct
3702.2   It was agreed the Clerk will formulate draft Finance Committee Terms of Reference to be discussed at the next Full Parish meeting on 20th July 2023
 Resolved: Creation of a Finance Committee be discussed at the Full Parish Meeting of 20th July 2023
3703   TO CONSIDER THE RISK ASSESSMENT FOR COTTINGHAM DAY
3703.1    The Cottingham Day Risk Assessment had been circulated to Cllrs in advance of the meeting, the Clerk informed Cllrs this had been approved by East Riding Council and the local police. Cllrs approved the Risk Assessment
Resolved:  That the Cottingham Day Risk Assessment be approved
3704
TO CONSIDER THE FREQUENCY OF ASSET INSPECTIONS
3704.1   The Clerk submitted a report advising the Council that at his interim audit the Internal Auditor had identified the need for the Council’s assets to be inspected regularly and for any issues to be identified and addressed.  The Council subsequently adopted a proposal that all community-based assets eg bins, bus shelters, planters, seats etc be inspected on a monthly basis. Following the recent full audit and discussions with the new insurers it was suggested that the frequency of inspections could be reviewed and that the Council takes a risk-based approach to inspections. She therefore proposed that the inspection schedule be amended and benches remain on a monthly inspection schedule as damage or wear could lead to injury, but that other assets move to a quarterly inspection schedule with the exception of salt bins which should be inspected twice a year.  

Cllrs agreed the revised schedule be implemented, Cllr Jump suggested the ward Cllrs undertake the inspections on a rotation basis. The revised Asset Inspection forms will be handed out to Cllrs at the Full Parish Meeting of 20th July 2023
Resolved: That the proposed revised Asset Inspection schedule be adopted

TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON MEMORIAL GARDENS
3705.1   Cllr Duke informed Cllrs the central circle had recently been weeded by himself, Cllr Kemp & Cllr Jump
3705.2    Cllrs discussed future maintenance of the central circle and Cllr Jump requested quotes be sourced for the ongoing weeding/planting of the circle, Parish Office to obtain quotes.  Cllrs agreed the recently formed Environment Working Party be allocated a £250 budget for bulbs/plants.

3706    TO CONSIDER THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A RESIDENT’S GROUP
3706.1   At the meeting of the Parish Council on 18 May 2023 it was agreed to investigate the establishment of a Residents’ Group that could undertake small jobs around the village. The Clerk submitted a report setting put three broad options and identifying pros and cons of each option:

a) Establish a group of volunteers who operated under the auspices of the Parish Council and who undertook tasks on behalf of the Parish Council that were within the Council’s powers.   
b) Encourage and support the creation of Residents’ Groups in local neighbourhoods to address issues of local concern.  
c) Work with one or more existing groups with a similar remit to Residents’ Groups to take on this role. 
Cllrs agreed the preferred option was C, Cllr Kemp enquired if there were any existing groups and was advised that the Cottingham Unity Group were scheduled to hold a meeting – a report from this meeting will be submitted at the Full Parish meeting of 20th July 2023

Resolved: That Option C be approved by the Parish Council, 
Resolved: That the Cottingham Unity Group submits a report to the Full Parish meeting on 20th July 2023
3707    TO CONSIDER THE PURCHASE OF AN ADDITIONAL LITTER BIN AT THE JUNCTION OF NEW VILLAGE AND DUNSWELL ROADS
3707.1 The Clerk advised the meeting that a request had been made to the Parish Council to provide an additional litter bin at the junction of New Village Road with Dunswell Road.

The Service Manager for Waste, Streets & Grounds at ERYC had advised that due to budget constraints, the Council is currently only repairing and replacing existing litter bins as and when required.  However, subject to a site survey by an area supervisor, if the Parish Council was willing to fund the cost of a new bin it would be adopted onto the ERYC litter bin collection rounds and maintained.

The cost of purchasing and installing a new litter bin was:

LBV/6 £272:16 plus VAT.

Installation £105:00 plus VAT.

Resolved: that the purchase and installation of a new bin for the junction of New Village Road and Dunswell Road be agreed.

3709.1   Cllr Casson informed Cllrs roadworks were scheduled to commence at the roundabout close to Papa’s Restaurant, Willerby in late July 2023. Cllr Jump enquired if the plans for the works could be available to view in the Parish Office. Cllrs requested information be included within the Parish Council article in the Cottingham Times 
3709.2    Cllr Duke informed Cllrs he had received several complaints from residents frustrated with the ongoing parking issues resulting in hospital staff parking down side streets close to Castle Hill Hospital. Cllr Jump enquired if a Planning Application had yet been submitted for the additional parking provision at the side of the helipad at the hospital, Cllr Casson will contact ERYC. It was requested that a meeting be arranged with Duncan Taylor Director of Estates, Facilities & Development, Hull University Teaching Hospitals NHS Trust, Parish Office to arrange meeting.

3709.3   Cllr Redshaw provided an update on the ERYC Highways budget, maintenance of village grass verges & kerbs and the recent resurfacing works of the Co-op car park.

3709.4   Cllr Redshaw informed Cllrs he would be looking to support a proposal for pensioners’ bus pass holders to be able to use EYMS bused free of charge on their services before 9.30am

3709.5   Cllr Cantrell provided Cllrs with an update from a recent ERYC Scrutiny meeting.
