1871.1    Cllrs requested the speed survey results be added to the Parish Council website.

1872    TO DISCUSS PLANNING TRAINING
1872.1   The Clerk had contacted ERYC and Chris Hodgson, Planning Manager, had agreed to come to the office to provide a 90-minute training session for Cllrs. He could attend any Tuesday or Wednesday (day or evening) but not during the weeks commencing 11th September, 9th October or 16th October. Cllrs requested A training session be confirmed for 7pm, Tuesday 19th September.

1873   TO DISCUSS VILLAGE SEATING
1873.1   Cllr Jump informed the Council that the 7 new benches had arrived and were currently being stored at the Duke of Cumberland Pub.  ERYC has given permission for 5 of these to be fitted at: Dene Road, West Green, Green Lane, Oakdene/Link Road and Wasdale Green, the office was still awaiting permission from ERYC for benches to be installed at Bacon Garth and Cedar Avenue (right hand side entrance).
Regarding placing a bench at Bacon Garth, the Parish Office had been contacted by a resident concerned that the previous bench located there had been removed in 2019 due to the police continuously being called to attend due to anti-social behaviour issues. It had been suggested that it was the police who had asked for the bench to be removed and Cllrs requested the Clerk contact the police for clarification in this matter. Cllr Casson proposed that if ERYC does give permission for a bench to be located at Bacon Garth that the metal bench from Granddad’s Park be placed there, this being replaced by one of the new benches, Cllrs were in agreement.

Resolved: Parish Office to contact the police regarding the bench at Bacon Garth

1873.2   Cllrs requested the Clerk obtain quotes to paint the metal benches located in Grandad’s Park.

1873.4   Cllr Jump informed Cllrs a quote of £1935 plus vat had been obtained to install the 7 new benches, this included 3 new concrete bases, the quote was based on the photos sent to the contractor & may change when the sites are viewed to see where the benches are to be placed. The site with paving may need a new concrete base depending on the level of the paving. Cllrs approved the quote – Parish office to contact the contractor.
