DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST 

There were no declarations of interest.
3713   TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE APOLOGIES
Apologies received from Cllr Ward
Resolved: Apologies accepted

3714
TO CONSIDER APPLICATIONS FOR CO-OPTION TO THE CASUAL VACANCY IN CASTLE WARD

The Clerk explained that there was a need to fill a casual vacancy that had arisen due to the resignation of a councillor from Castle Ward.  As no-one had requested an election, ERYC had advised that the Parish Council could fill the vacancy by co-option. 5 applications had been received. 

The Clerk confirmed that details of the candidate’s applications had been circulated to all members before the meeting and that they had had an opportunity to consider the content and that the meeting would now proceed to a vote.

The Clerk read out the number of votes received by each candidate.

Resolved: that Jill Stubbs be co-opted onto Cottingham Parish Council.

In the absence of a PCSO recent crime statistics had been circulated to Cllrs in advance of the meeting. Councillor Graves reported on recent incidents of ASB in the Priory Road cemetery and confirmed that the issue seems to have been resolved, although issues relating to damage to trees might still be outstanding. 
Resolved: that the police report be made available on the Parish Council’s website.

3717    10-MINUTE PUBLIC SESSION (THE PARISH COUNCIL WILL RESPOND TO QUESTIONS SUBMITTED IN ADVANCE OF THE MEETING BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
Questions were raised relating to the sites and costs to the public of EV charging points, where the Parish Council was awaiting a response from ERYC, and regarding the recent election and co-option process, where the Chair clarified the process in relation to an uncontested election and also the process for filling vacancies remaining after the election and arising from the resignation of a councillor.

It was proposed by Councillor Duke, seconded by Councillor Casson that Councillor Jump be elected to the Allotments Committee.

Resolved: that Councillor Jump be elected to the Allotments Committee for the remainder of the Municipal Year.

Finance Committee
It was proposed by Councillor Casson , seconded by Councillor Graves and agreed unanimously that Councillors Graves, Jump, Kemp and Marten be elected to the Finance Committee with one vacancy to be offered to the new Councillor in the first instance.

Resolved: that Councillors Graves, Jump, Kemp and Marten be elected to the Finance Committee for the remainder of the municipal year.

TO APPOINT A CHAIR OF THE PLANNING COMMITTEE

Following the resignation of Councillor Casson as Chair of the Planning Committee, the Chair asked for nominations for a replacement.

It was proposed by Councillor Casson and seconded by Councillor Marten and agreed unanimously that Councillor Jump be appointed Chair of the Planning Committee 
Resolved: that Councillor Jump be appointed Chair of the Planning Committee for the remainder of the municipal year

3723
TO CONSIDER AN AMENDMENT TO STANDING ORDERS PARAGRAPH 4D vi AND vii TO ALLOW COMMITTEES TO APPOINT THEIR OWN CHAIRS

The Clerk submitted a report setting out a proposed change to Standing Orders to allow Committees to appoint their own Chairs.

Resolved: that paragraphs 4D vi and vii of Standing Orders be amended to allow Committees to appoint their own Chairs.
3724 TO REVIEW THE SOCIAL MEDIA POLICY

A draft Social Media Policy had been circulated prior to the meeting highlighting revisions proposed by the Working Group. Further amendments were tabled at the meeting including a proposal to amend paragraph 3 to refer to managing any of the Parish Council’s social media sites or website.
Resolved: 
i) that Councillors Jump, Kemp and C Cantrell be thanked for their work on the policy, and
ii) Proposed by Councillor Jump, seconded by Councillor Kemp and agreed unanimously that, with the revisions tabled at the meeting, the revised Social Media Policy be adopted by the Parish Council.
3725    TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE FINANCIAL POSITION OF THE COUNCIL, REVIEW BUDGET AND APPROVE JUNE PAYMENTS
In advance of the meeting the Clerk had circulated details of the financial position of the Council. The Clerk referred to grants received from ERYC towards the costs of Cottingham Day
Resolved: 
i) it was proposed by Councillor Duke, seconded by Councillor Casson and agreed unanimously that the schedules showing receipts and payments made during the month of June 2023 were approved,
ii) that the monthly bank reconciliations be approved, and 

iii) that the outcome of Cottingham Day be reported to the September meeting.

TO CONFIRM COUNCILLOR JUMP AS A SIGNATORY ON THE COUNCIL’S BANK/BUILDING SOCIETY ACCOUNTS
Resolved: that Councillor Jump be approved as a signatory for the Council’s Bank/Building Society accounts.
3727   TO CONSIDER RE-ESTABLISHING COTTINGHAM IN BLOOM

Due to his absence from the meeting, Councillor Ward had requested this issue be deferred to the September meeting so that he could complete his research and provide a report.
Resolved:  That Cottingham in Bloom be considered at the September meeting of the Parish Council.

TO RECEIVE A VERBAL REPORT FROM COTTINGHAM UNITY MEETING
Councillor Casson reported on a recent meeting of Cottingham Unity whose members had been undertaking tidying up and litter picking around the village.  The group had reviewed the Council’s proposals and had agreed to work with the Parish Council as a volunteer group on local projects.  The group was intending to set up its own bank account so that it could apply for grants to support its work.

Resolved: That the report be noted.
3729
TO RECEIVE UPDATE ON MEMORIAL GARDENS
3705.1   To consider quotations for weeding and planting of central circle 

The Clerk referred to a quotation from Landplan, who already carry out grounds maintenance works for the Parish Council, for weeding and replanting the central bed. Members considered the quotation representing good value.

Councillor Duke updated the meeting on proposals for further works in the Memorial Gardens and proposed that he reported back to the next meeting with costings. Members discussed a range of issues relating to the Memorial Gardens and suggested areas for further investigation.

Resolved: 
i) that the quotation from Landplan of £575 per visit for replanting and an additional £20 per month for weeding be approved and an order issued;

ii) that the contractor be asked to use drought resistant plants to minimise the need for watering;

iii) that Councillor Duke liaises with the Local History Society regarding any additional names required on the plaques;

iv) that the costs of refreshing the names of the plaques be established;

v) that responsibility for maintenance of the memorial benches be established;
vi) that the Memorial Gardens be advertised as a venue for wedding photos, whilst maintaining the reflective character of the Gardens;
vii) that consideration be given to creating an area in the Memorial Gardens that would be a suitable backdrop for photographs, 

viii) and that a further report be submitted to the September meeting with details and costings for proposed additional improvements.
3730    TO CONSIDER ISSUES WITH VERGES/GUTTERS ACROSS THE VILLAGE
Councillor Marten reported on concerns from residents and councillors about the quality of grass cutting around the village, blocking of drains with grass cutting and weeds in gutters. Councillors discussed the current levels of resources allocated to the village and felt additional resources should be allocated. The Parish Council highlighted the flood risk associated with blocked drains.
Resolved:

i) that a letter be sent to the Portfolio Holder at ERYC requesting that the grass cutting frequency was increased to a 4-weekly programme with more frequent cuts in the Spring, and
ii) that the feasibility and costings for additional cuts during the growing season be investigated.
3731    TO CONSIDER PROPOSALS TO UPDATE VILLAGE MAPS/LEAFLET
The Clerk submitted information about the proposed refresh of the noticeboard maps and leaflet and explained that the original designers had indicated that they could update the maps and had made suggestions regarding obtaining advertising to support the cost. Councillors suggested a number of updates required, including defibrillators, allotments, playgrounds and ward boundaries.
Resolved: 
i) that Councillors provide details of any further updates required to the existing maps;

ii) that the Clerks approach local businesses with a view to them advertising on either the maps or the leaflets;
iii) that the Clerks obtain prices for new maps and 3000 leaflets;
iv) that Councillor Duke supply measurements for each of the maps required, and 
v) that consideration be given to venues that might stock the leaflets.

3732   REPRESENTATIVES TO OUTSIDE ORGANISATIONS

3732.1    Cllr Jump provided an update on the inaugural First Aid meeting which aimed to provide free first aid courses in the village with the first one likely to be in November. A number of organisations had shown an interest in being involved. An application for a £50 grant might be submitted to cover promotion costs.
3732.2    Cllr Duke reported on a visit to Worklink and suggested that a visit be organised for all councillors/staff to see the work they do and help promote their activities.
Resolved: 
i) that the reports be noted, and 
ii) that a visit to Worklink be arranged during August 2023
3733    TO RECEIVE REPORT FROM ERYC WARD COUNCILLORS

3733.1  Cllr Redshaw thanked the Council for funding the new litter bin at the end of Dunswell Road.  He referred to complaints across the area about the installation of new telegraph poles by a telecommunication company and indicated that installation in Cottingham would be between July and November 2023.  A motion was being submitted to ERYC regarding this matter.
3733.2
Cllr Redshaw referred to the ongoing issue of car parking in the Wolds and Dales that were believed to be associated with the hospital.  He had leafleted cars with some effect.
3733.3  Cllr Redshaw referred to issues with motorbike noise behind New Village Road.  He was working with residents on Danepark Road to gather evidence of the impact to enable enforcement action to be taken,
3733.4
Cllr Redshaw referred to a possible highways issue relating to the National Grid proposals which involved access to their site from the A1079 but might go through to join with Park Lane.  He would submit an objection to any proposal of this nature.  He also advised that the A164 improvements work would commence on 31 July 2023.

3733.5
Cllr Duke referred to a meeting he had held with the ERYC Flood Team to try to find a solution to flooding problems on Harland Way. 

Resolved:

ii) that the Parish Council raises concerns about the telegraph pole issue and the lack of co-ordination and co-operation between telecommunication companies with the local MPs and OFCOM.
