1863    TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE RENAMING OF BECK BANK AMENITY LAND, COTTINGHAM

The Chair reported that the Cabinet Office had declined the request to rename the amenity land as Queen Elizabeth II Garden but advised that Queen Elizabeth Memorial Garden would be acceptable.  Members indicated that they were happy with this alternative.  Members discussed the need for significant improvement work at the Garden and proposed the establishment of a Working Group to include interested members of the public to progress the work required. 


Resolved:

i. that the proposal to name the amenity area ‘Queen Elizabeth Memorial Garden’ be accepted;

ii. that the purchase of signage be deferred until improvement work had been undertaken;

iii. that ERYC be asked to assess the condition of the trees in the Garden and recommend appropriate action;

iv. that Councillor Duke measures the space to allow designs to be produced;
v. that a Working Group be established comprising of members of the Planning Committee and interested residents with the purpose of developing and implementing proposals for the Garden;
vi. that a site visit be arranged to review the work required, and 

vii. that local residents be leafleted to gauge interest and ideas with a view to establishing a ‘Friends’ group in due course.
1864    TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON FUNDING FOR VILLAGE SEATING

The Clerk informed the Council that seven seats had been ordered and would be delivered on 31 July 2023 and stored by the Duke of Cumberland pending installation. Permission is still awaited from the ERYC Grounds and Forestry Team regarding the proposed sites.

1865    TO DISCUSS VILLAGE ODOUR

The chair reported the response received from Biowise regarding recent complaints.  A Councillor reported that he had witnessed uncovered trailers moving across Westfield Road between the two sites and that the odour was particularly offensive.  He also referred to the odour being very noticeable at the Willerby Shopping Park on the same date.  Other Councillors reported the offensive odour on the day of the Planning Committee meeting.

i. that a letter be sent to Biowise reporting the evidence of uncovered trailers moving across Westfield Road
ii. that any odour issues continue to be reported to the Environment Agency
