TO CONSIDER AN AMENDMENT TO THE TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE ALLOTMENTS COMMITTEE REGARDING THE COTTINGHAM NORTHGATE ALLOTMENT ASSOCIATION
3776.1
 Clerk Price informed Cllrs that the members of the CNAA who were attending the Allotment Committee meetings had been requested to complete a Register of Interests Form, this was necessary for them to act as co-optees. The CNAA members were reluctant to complete the forms and therefore Clerk Price suggested 3 options to be considered by Council: (the preferred option of the CNAA being option 2).
1. That the CNAA representatives are co-opted members of the Allotments Committee and therefore are able to take a full part in proceedings, but need to comply with Council policies, Code of conduct and complete registers of interests (current position).
2. That the CNAA reps cease to be members of the committee but are invited as ‘advisors’ to the Committee ie would be able to contribute to discussions but not have a vote.
3. That the Allotments Committee is dissolved and becomes a Steering Group.  No decisions can be made at a Steering Group and everything would need to be determined by the Full Council.
Resolved: That the CNAA representatives cease to be members of the committee but are invited as ‘advisors’ to the Committee ie would be able to contribute to discussions but not have a vote.

TO ADOPT THE REVISED ALLOTMENT TENANCY AGREEMENT

3777.1   In advance of the meeting a proposed revised Allotment Tenancy Agreement had been circulated to Cllrs, Cllrs agreed this be adopted.

3778    TO CONFIRM ALLOTMENT RENT FOR 2024
Clerk Pape informed Cllrs that the allotment rent had been set at £39 for 2022 and 2023, Cllr Casson proposed an increase of £3 on a biennial basis with the rent rising to £42 in 2024. Cllrs agreed the rent be increased to £42 in 2024 and agreed in principle a further biennial rise of £3, with a caveat that this can be reviewed.

TO DISCUSS COTTINGHAM IN BLOOM

3782.1   Cllr Jump provided an overview of the different Yorkshire in Bloom categories, it was agreed this be discussed in further detail at a future meeting.
3783    TO RECEIVE FEEDBACK REGARDING VILLAGE GRASS CUTTING
3783.1   Clerk Price informed Cllrs she had contacted ERYC to seek clarity regarding the grass cutting cycle for Cottingham. ERYC had forwarded a map showing areas represented by a daily cut of a triple mower, operated by a single operator, usually familiar with their ‘rounds’. The aim was to complete the cycle in 10 working days, however, due to adverse weather conditions, the cutting cycle had been taking a little longer.  ERYC stated that they have a consistent approach across all urban areas of the East Riding, aiming to achieve a 10-day cutting cycle, all their machines and vehicles are fitted with a tracker for monitoring purposes.  If the Parish Council had any specific areas of concern which are being missed, ERYC will investigate further. ERYC had not responded to the request for costings.

3784.1   Hallgate Memorial Garden/consider poppy display.


Clerk Pape informed Cllrs that Cllr Duke was due to meet with Landplan to discuss the planting of the central circle and reducing the height of some of the shrubbery, Cllr Duke will provide an update at the next meeting.

Cllr Casson informed Cllrs that the office had received a request from Hallgate Primary School to place clay poppies, made by pupils, in the Memorial Gardens on Friday 10th November. Cllrs agreed to the request and expressed interest in attending. Cllrs Casson & Marten will confirm the most suitable location for the poppies. 

Resolved: that Hallgate Primary School will display clay poppies within the Memorial Gardens on Friday 10th November, Cllrs will be in attendance

3784.2   Queen Elizabeth Memorial Gardens

Clerk Pape informed Cllrs she had contacted Henley’s Nurseries regarding the purchase of spring bulbs. An order had been secured for the following, total cost being £387 & VAT:
300 tulips, 400 crocus, 250 bluebells, 500 snowdrops and 40kg of daffodils

Cllr agreed these would be planted within the Queen Elizabeth Memorial Gardens and other areas of the village with Cllrs undertaking the planting.

3786.1   Cllr Casson provided an update regarding Commuted Sums.

3786.3   Cllr Casson informed Cllrs he had received concerns that the newly placed bench on Bacon Garth had the potential to attract anti-social behaviour, Cllr agreed the Parish Office contact residents of this area.
3786.4   Cllrs C Cantrell informed Cllrs that she, Cllrs Casson & Cllr Duke had attended a recent Bus Partnership Event. A meeting was scheduled to take place with EYMS in the hope of increasing the number of bus routes departing from Cottingham. It was also hoped that Castle Hill Hospital will encourage more staff to travel to work by bus.
3786.5   Cllr C Cantrell informed Cllrs she had met with the Asst Chief Constable to discuss setting up a Shopwatch group amongst local businesses.
3786.6    Cllr C Cantrell informed Cllrs that her Saturday Councillor Surgery location will be changed to the library within the ERYC Customer Service Centre on Market Green, this will be advertised on social media.
3786.7   Cllr Redshaw reported he had been in contact with the telecom companies regarding the installation of telecom poles in the village.

3786.8   Cllr Redshaw informed Cllrs there had been reports of broken glass being scatted around the village, this had been cleared.
3786.9   Cllr Redshaw informed Cllrs he was due to meet with Swift Caravans regarding traffic issues arising from staff travelling along Dunswell Road.
