3812.1 In advance of the meeting Clerk Price had circulated a report to Cllrs with   recommendations and costings to purchase new audio-visual equipment, Cllrs discussed the quotes and agreed to the recommendations.
Resolved:
i. that the Parish Council accepts the offer of a Meeting Owl from Unison at a cost of £400, and 
ii. that the quotation of £1497.34 + VAT from Cloudy IT for the supply and installation of a 65” TV, associated hardware and a Wireless display adapter and training on the AV system be accepted.

 TO CONSIDER THE UPGRADE OF IT EQUIPMENT AND SUPPORT
3813.1 In advance of the meeting Clerk Price had circulated a report to Cllrs with recommendations and costings for the upgrade of IT equipment and support, Cllrs discussed the quotes and agreed to the recommendations.

3815     TO AGREE A BUDGET FOR SNOW AND ICE CLEARANCE FOR 2023/2024

3815.1   In light of the recent snow and ice, a Councillor had requested quotes be obtained for the purchase of rock salt, with the aim to provide bags of the salt, free of charge, to local businesses. Clerk Pape informed Cllrs she had received the below quotes, prices per 20kg bag, from a local company:
1-19 bags 
-£4.71

20-62 bags
-£4.41


63+ bags
-£4.21

Salt could be ordered in bulk and stored at their premises free of charge or ordered as and when required; the salt would be delivered directly to the businesses. Cllrs agreed to gauge interest from local businesses prior to placing an order. Cllrs agreed a budget of £1000 for snow and ice clearance for 2023/2024.

i. that a budget of £1000 for snow and ice clearance 2023/2024 be approved, and
ii. that a letter be sent to local businesses offering bags of rock salt free of charge, Cllr Kemp will deliver the letters the first week of January 2024
