1907     TO DISCUSS VILLAGE SPEED LIMITS
Clerk Pape informed Cllrs that, further to the Planning Committee Meeting of 14th November 2023, she had contacted ERYC to request a map of Cottingham showing the different road speed limits, a reply was yet to be received. Cllr Jump informed Cllrs she had previously, in her capacity as Ward Cllr, also contacted ERYC to request such a map. 
Cllr Jump informed Cllrs of the following correspondence she had received from ERYC Traffic Management during March 2023:

“After investigation from a member of our traffic management team, we have found that the signage for 20 zones in Cottingham is insufficient. The measures that need to be taken to rectify this are large and may not be achievable in the Council’s current budget for this year. Measures are going to be taken to ensure that the signage implemented is correct. This may take some time and we will inform you when the scheme progresses as it will be added to a list of schemes, ranked in priority.

Thank you for raising this matter with the East Riding of Yorkshire Council, we hope that this shows the Council are taking this matter seriously and doing what we can to solve the issue.”

Clerk Price proposed the Parish Office request a copy of the Orders for 20mph speed limits.
