3824     TO CONSIDER THE PROVISION OF A BUS SHELTER AT THE BUS STOP ON THE 

             SOUTH SIDE OF ENDIKE LANE

Clerk Price distributed photos and costs of potential bus shelters (there would be an additional fee of £500-800 for installation) and advised Cllrs that, prior to an order being placed, it would be necessary to undertake a consultation of local residents to enquire if they would be in favour of the installation; this would be followed by a request to ERYC to grant permission. It was agreed that a consultation letter be delivered to residents near to the bus stop and the item be discussed in further detail at the next Full Parish Meeting on 15th February 2024.

TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON FLOODING ISSUES
3829.1   Cllr Casson informed Cllrs that he, along with Cllrs Duke & Marten, had met with the ERYC Principal Engineer - Flood & Coastal Risk Management, to discuss the flooding issues affecting the village and find solutions to alleviate the problems. All flood areas identified by Cllrs had been discussed and it was agreed a copy of the Riparian Ownership Leaflet be added to the Parish Council website and Facebook page, with a link to the leaflet to also be included within the Parish Council’s article within the Cottingham Times
Resolved: that a link to the Riparian Ownership Leaflet be added to the Parish website, Facebook page and Cottingham Times article
3830
TO CONFIRM DATE AND VENUE FOR “SOCIAL EVENING”
3830.1   Cllrs discussed the merits of organising a “Network evening” and Clerk Price suggested this could be combined be with the Annual Parish Meeting which must take place between 1st March 2024 and 1st June 2024. Cllrs agreed a Network Meeting be arranged, preferably early May, and suggested the meeting take place within the Civic Hall or Darby & Joan Club. The meeting will include a report from the Parish Council and representatives from local organisations will be invited to promote their services, refreshments will be provided. The Clerks will ascertain venue availability/dates and report back to the next meeting.
Resolved: that a Network Evening be organised

TO CONSIDER THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A “FRIENDS OF QUEEN ELIZABETH MEMORIAL GAREDEN “ GROUP
3831.1
Cllrs discussed establishing a “Friends of Queen Elizabeth Memorial Garden” Group, it was agreed that local residents be invited to join the group, the Clerks will generate an invitation letter with the Priory Ward Cllrs delivering to 400/500 properties close to the garden. Cllrs agreed the shrubbery in the garden needed to be pruned to accommodate access for the public.
Resolved: that a “Friends of Queen Elizabeth Memorial Garden” Group be established, Priory Ward Cllrs to deliver invitation letters.
3832    TO DISCUSS VILLAGE PLANTERS AND TUBS
3832.1
 Cllrs discussed replacing the village entrance planters, some are in a greater state of disrepair than others. Clerk Price reported that permission had already been granted from ERYC to install new planters and distributed quotes for planters in varying materials. Cllrs agreed that 2 Broxap steel planters be ordered at a cost of £594 each, with the Parish logo embossed on one side at an additional fee of £65 each – these are to replace the planters on Endyke Lane and Bricknell Avenue. 

Clerk Price informed Cllrs that each new planter will also require 750 litres of soil, the soil from the existing planters to be spread within the Memorial Gardens. It was agreed that Cllr Duke will inspect the remaining village planters to ascertain their condition.

Resolved: that new village entrance planters/soil be ordered for Endkye Lane and Bricknell Avenue.
3832.2   Cllr Ward enquired if the old flower tubs, currently in storage, could be spruced up,  planted and placed around the village. It was agreed Cllr Ward will undertake an audit of the tubs and ascertain areas of the village suitable for them to be placed.

Resolved: that Cllr Ward undertake an audit of the old flower tubs

REPRESENTATIVES TO OUTSIDE ORGANISATIONS

Cllr Jump informed Cllrs she had attended the recent Devolution webinar, she will send her notes to the office to distribute to Cllrs. A further webinar is due to be scheduled for February. Cllr Marten informed Cllrs that the nearest local devolution roadshow was in Haltemprice, Cllrs requested the office contact ERYC to enquire if a roadshow could be organised to take place within Cottingham.
Resolved: that the office request a roadshow be scheduled to take place in Cottingham.
3834
TO RECEIVE REPORT FROM ERYC WARD COUNCILLORS

3834.1   Cllr Duke reported on: he had become a member of the Internal Drainage Board; he has been undertaking litter picking within the village with Cllrs Casson and Cantrell.
3834.2   Cllr Redshaw reported on: actions taken to help minimise and address flooding in the village; a motion submitted regarding special needs playgrounds, A Boards licencing for local businesses, Telecommunications poles and parking facilities at Castle Hill Hospital.
3834.3   Cllr Casson reported on: Operation ShopWatch, Planning issues and  pressure to amend policy to extend Section 106/Commuted Sums monies to village and Civic Halls.

Cllr Cantrell reported on: local tree planting, complaints re waste at Cottingham cemetery, family activities commencing within the Civic Hall and ways of promoting cancer screening.

3835.1  Clerk Pape reported that Cllr Kemp had delivered the letters to local businesses offering a free 20kg bag of rock salt, so far 28 local shops had applied for their free bag of rock salt.
3835.2   Clerk Pape reported a quote of £830 had been received to replace the perspex in the notice boards at the Co-op and Finkle Street, Cllrs approved the quote.

Resolved: that a quote of £830 to replace the perspex in the notice boards at the Co-op and Finkle Street be approved.
3835.3   Clerk Pape reported that the new bench to be placed in front of Aldi was due to be installed week commencing 29th January 2024.
